Aswe only had two swimmers in the team, the
Committee decided that two swimmers from King's
hospital should assist the team. One did not show, so
our champions were teamed up with two members
from the St. Peter’s team. Unfortunately, one could
not swim 50m!!! He started his length, swam about
15m, turned onto his back and floated the rest of the
length. At the first handover, we were over a length
behind. This of course only threw down the chal-
lenge to the rest of the team who

proceeded to swim as hard and as fast as they could.
They did not win any medds, but they were not

downhearted. The sporting achievements of the day
