The evening was an enormous success with four great guest
speakers. Lord Brian Rix entertained and welcomed everybody to
the Cholmondeley Suite overlooking the River Thames. The sun
was shining, the river was at full high tide and the views were
spectacular.

Lord Rogers then gave an account of his fatherds, Dr W

history because the first chronic dialysis unit anywhere in the world was only set up five years earlier in

Seattle Washington state 1959.

The evening proceeded with drinks and canapés and an amazing auction of works of art assembled by
Anne Collard and her helpers, Margaret Porter and Joanne Booth  -Mason.

The auction of pictures was tremendously successful and 17 out of the 40 paintings were sold with a net
profit to the Fund of £4,000.

Later in the evening the company was addressed by Theo Paphitis, venture capitalist and Dragon. He
was in a most amusing flow taking the mickey out of doctors and hospitals but vigorously supporting our
fund raising efforts.

The final speaker was Max Clifford, who again had everybody rolling in the aisle. It is such a pity that
we could not have welcomed a thousand Kidney Fund supporters to savour such an enjoyable evening.
The evening concluded with a historical tour of the House of Lords and House of Commons and many of
the guests found this extremely interesting.

It looks as though the proceeds from this one evening fund raising event will be £36,480.75. A

wonderful result! A tribute must be paid to the work that Anne has done over the last 18 months in
